“Respect Facilities”

Field use begins as per scheduled time unless game is running late due to overtime, injury or some other unforeseen delay. Start and finish times will be adjusted by the Facility Monitor in a manner to best accommodate each user if at all possible. Upon arrival, confirm use of the field by signing “Confirmation Of Use” form as supplied by Facility Monitor.

NO Smoking, chewing tobacco, sunflower seeds, peanuts in shell or similar products permitted in facility. NO PETS permitted in facility.

NO GUM, SPITTING ONTO FIELDS, FOOTWEAR HAVING METAL CLEATS, HIGH HEELED FOOTWEAR, HAIR PINS, HAIR CLIPS, LAWN CHAIRS, OR SPECTATORS PERMITTED ON FIELD/S

NO CHANGING AND/OR WARM UPS permitted on all weather fields while games/practices or other users on the field.

DO MOVE AND/OR DRAG soccer goals across all weather surface without authorization from Facility Monitors. FOUR MAIN GOALS ARE NOT TO BE MOVED. You WILL be responsible for any damages to the turf and/or goals/nets.

Teams are welcomed to use the player benches and return to appropriate place as per Facility Monitor’s direction after each use. Please CLEAN UP bench areas after use and try to encourage your fans to keep facility clean.

No hanging and/or swinging on goals or netting.

Do not climb fences. Facility Monitors can open gate if one is not already open.

Any league/team granted permission to charge Admission may want to place security at the south side mid-field gate which can be opened for game ball return and/or pre-game warm-up.

Adhere to parking signs and respect handicapped parking areas. Park in an orderly fashion and consider others. Ticketing and/or Towing of illegally parked vehicles (at the cost of the owner) will be enforced.

Forward any concerns to the Facility Monitors who are wearing the orange hats and blue shirts with STAFF printed across them.
